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This httle medieval village which was essenually organized to control
entry to the Cérou valley (the passage between the Quercy and
Albigeois regions) and the Bonnan valley (access to the Grésigne
forest), will reveal its two aspects to you.

Structurally, it consists of winding constructions clinging to a small
rocky outcrop beneath a feudal castle which was restored in 1630. It is
often called “the village of walls”. These walls make up one of the
striking and characteristic elements of the village. To appear warm they
have been covered with light ochre. Picturesque relics bear witness to
its rich past : horse-shoe shaped ramparts with wonderful arrow-slits,
and fortified gates.
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Start from the Information Point (Place des Marronniers) 1. Take the
tarmac road of Cargomietze, crossing the D600 between the bakery and
the stone cross (Alric’s Cross) 2
